So, If you need permission to change a quilt
pattern, here it is! | know of at least one quilting
teacher who is very disappointed when her
students feel they must have the exact same
fabrics that are in the teaching sample. Maybe
when we are beginners we need the security of
having someone else choose everything for us—
just as the recipe states. But many times | see a
pattern in a magazine and really like it, except its
colors just do not ring my belll And, given our
guild’s affinity for making Quilts of Valor, | often
see a pattern that | think would look really good
in red, white and blue. Or maybe the pictured
quilt shows a printed fabric center with
surrounding blocks, and | particularly like the
surrounding blocks but not the center. Then ['ll
just use that block pattern for my quilt. And Il
probably pay no attention to the size/number
stated, but make it until the quilt is the right size.

So feel free to “Do your own thing,” even when
using a pattern by someone else. The sky is the
limit! ~Jan Carter
