Rules:

There is no size, fabric, color, or design limitations for an
exhibit, but, each completed exhibit must have at least
one “pieced” star of any size or design on the front of the
quilt.

1) A minimum of one “pieced” star must be included
in the quilt design — the star can be any star
design as long as it is pieced and on the front of
the quilt.

2) No maximum or minimum sizes for either the quilt
or the “pieced” star.

3) The quilt design does not have to be limited to
one star. There can be any number of “pieced”
stars making up the quilt design.

4) There are no limitations as to how you piece a
star as long as it is pieced.

5) Fabrics are of the designer’s choice.

6) Piecing techniques are of the designers choice
which means:

a. “Pieced” stars can be sewn into the quilt
as part of a block or full quilt design,
appliqued, glued, fused or otherwise
applied to the quilt as long as the star is
pieced.
